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About our school

Introduction to School

Gilmore Primary School opened in 1987 in the days of rapid growth and expansion in the
Tuggeranong Valley. As the demographic of the area has changed over time, the school
population has decreased leaving us with a dynamic, well-resourced small school catering
for students from preschool to year 6.

There is 1 indigenous staff member at this school.

Volunteers

At Gilmore Primary we have a hard working and dedicated group of volunteers who provide
assistance from preschool to year 6. These volunteers have been involved in activities such
as: the School Board; fund raising with the Parents & Citizens Association; working in the
school canteen or uniform shop; helping out with school based sporting activities or
excursions; providing in-class assistance with guided reading; and administrative assistance
in the school library. During 2012 we estimate that our school volunteers contributed over
3950 hours working for the school and its students.
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School Review and Development

The ACT Education and Training Directorates Strategic Plan 2010-2013 provides the
framework and strategic direction for the school’s plan. This is supported by the Schoo/
Improvement in ACT Public Schools Directions 2010-2013 and the School Improvement
Framework which are the overarching documents providing support to achieve high
standards in student learning, innovation and best practice in ACT public schools.

All ACT public schools participate in a four year cycle of school review and development.
Schools take part in a continuous cycle of review comprising annual self assessment against
their school plans. In the fourth year schools undergo an external validation process. This
process provides an independent and unbiased assessment of the schools progress towards
achieving system and school priorities.

Gilmore Primary School was validated in 2011. A copy of the validation report can be found
on the school website.

School Satisfaction

Schools continually use a range of data collection tools to gain an understanding of the
satisfaction levels of their parents and carers, staff and students. In August 2012 the school
undertook a system survey to gain an understanding of school satisfaction at that time.
Staff, parents and students from year 5, and above, with the exception of students in special
schools, took part in an online survey.

Overall Satisfaction

In 2012, 72 percent of parents and carers, 60 percent of staff and 84 percent of students at
this school indicated they were satisfied or highly satisfied with the education provided by
the school

These results as well as the continual review of school performance across the four domains
of schooling: learning and teaching, leading and managing, student engagement and
community engagement contributed to the development of the school plan. This plan is

Professional Learning

Staff at Gilmore Primary School hold great store in maintaining currency in their skills
through ongoing involvement in professional learning. Both administration and teaching
staff annually upgrade their First Aid qualifications: Anaphylaxis, Asthma and CPR training.

All teaching staff has continued working with the Literacy and Numeracy Field Officer to
complete training in First Steps — Speaking and Listening. This builds on previous
professional development undertaken in the preceding years to complete First Steps
Reading and Writing.
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Professional Learning throughout 2012 has focussed on three areas:

e What is being taught — First Steps / Literacy; Stepping Stones / Numeracy
e How it is being taught — Quality Teaching Model (QTm) intensive focus on
further developing teaching skills - pedagogy
e Measuring success — Whole school assessment practices focussing on the
implementation of the GradeXpert program.

Learning and Assessment

Performance in literacy and numeracy

Students in kindergarten undertake an on-entry assessment of their early reading and
numeracy skills using the Performance Indicators in Primary Schools (PIPS) program. Student
results are reported against five performance bands.

National Assessment Program-Literacy and Numeracy (NAPLAN).

Students in years 3, 5, 7 and 9 in all ACT schools participated in the National Assessment
Program-Literacy and Numeracy (NAPLAN). This program assesses skills in reading, writing,
spelling and grammar and punctuation and numeracy.

In 2012, 2.94 percent of year 3 students 4.35 percent of year 5 students were exempt from
testing based on nationally agreed criteria.

Performance in other areas of the curriculum

Following a decision not to have a specialist subject teacher for science, staff undertook an
extensive review of the teaching of Science across the school. Research into and
professional development activities around Science were undertaken. Staff reviewed the
existing program and developed a new whole school scope and sequence to include
integrated science units based on the introduction of the Primary Connections program K
to 6. This work was undertaken in conjunction with the purchase of further school
resources and the development of a Science Resource Room to enhance the teaching
program K to 6.

Community engagement

Progress against outcomes and targets

During 2012 Gilmore Primary School has continued its focus on what and how to teach,
particularly in the areas of literacy and numeracy. The strong coaching and mentoring model
has been further developed to enhance teacher capacity and student learning outcomes.
This has been developed through a multi-faceted approach utilising the following.

e The Literacy and Numeracy Field Officer and the Numeracy Coordinator working
one on one with targeted coaching based on individual need. This has included
individual coaching sessions; in-class modelling; and team teaching.

e Ongoing whole school professional development in the area of Literacy attended by
all teaching staff and focussed on the curriculum foci of the school’s Annual
Operational Plan 2012. This has included: First Steps Speaking and Listening
Professional Development (PD); targeted First Steps Reading and Writing PD;
Reading Assessment PD and Functional Grammar PD.

e A balanced literacy approach is embedded across the school. Planning documents
and the Gilmore English Folder have been developed to provide a consistent, whole-
school program for staff to follow.

e A balanced whole-school numeracy focus based around the Stepping Stones
program was introduced with PD before the start of term one. This web-based
interactive program is closely aligned with the Australian Curriculum and, as
evidenced in term program meetings with supervisors and observations of
numeracy lessons, has been readily accepted by students and teachers alike.

e During 2012 two staff PD sessions were undertaken in addition to a numeracy
reflection/ review of the Stepping Stones program being conducted in term 4 to
ensure continuity of programs across all classes throughout the year.

e The ‘Fundamentals’ resources to complement the Stepping Stones program have
been completed and all resources are now being stored in a central location —the
Maths Resource Room for ease of access by staff.

e Teachers are better informed about cohort and class data and programs reflect a
deep understanding of the needs of their students. The team planning continues to
focus on data analysis and its classroom implications. A whole school assessment
schedule has been developed and is being used to reflect on and inform teaching as
evidenced by teachers’ assessment folders and data entries into GradeXpert.

e 2011 NAPLAN and school-based data were used to target students requiring literacy
and numeracy support and to identify cohort strengths and weaknesses that were
taught at whole class level. Instruction is differentiated based on the data collected.
2012 NAPLAN results have indicated continued improvement in reading

e The level of teachers’ understanding of different types of assessment processes, as
evidenced through professional discussions, shows a marked improvement. There is
less focus on summative assessment and more on formative assessment and
analysis.
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There is more evidence that students are aware of and using Success Criteria which
are directly linked to Learning Intentions. Success criteria are being displayed in
classrooms for assessment.

The Quality Teaching framework (Assessment Practice Guide) is being used by staff
to improve assessment practices. There has been four Quality Teaching Rounds of a
term in a length. We have conducted whole staff professional development and
ongoing Quality Teaching Readings. The increased level of participation in
professional dialogue about pedagogy and the willingness to participate in the
‘deprivatisation’ of classroom practice is most evident across all staff.

Annotated writing exemplars to inform assessment of and for writing.

A Criterion Reference Tool is also being used across the year 3-6 team and trialled in
the year 1-2 team to assess pre-writing and post-writing work samples.

A number of trends in student learning have been recorded.

During semester 2, 2012 additional funding obtained through the Literacy and
Numeracy National Partnership was used to employ a Reading Recovery trained
teacher to undertake targeted learning assistance with students in the K to 2 area of
the school. Whilst we did not reach our overall target of 85% of students at grade
level PM Benchmark, there has been an 9 percentage point improvement overall
and a marked improvement in reading skill level in kindergarten, years 1, 3 and 6.

Our year 3 NAPLAN mean reading result was within 0.6 of the ACT mean score and
exceeded the mean score for all students in year 3 in Tuggeranong schools by 31
scale score points. Our year 3 boys were 35 scale score points above the ACT boys’
average in reading.
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e Inreading, whilst 57% of our year 3 students were deemed to be at the ‘proficient’
level only 24% of year 5 students achieved this ranking even though this cohort
performed better than the Tuggeranong mean score. The strong focus across 2012
on guided reading from K to 6 is certainly reflected in the school based data for this
cohort from 2011 to 2012 where a 6 percentage point improvement in reading and
comprehension skill was recorded.

e The progress was also reflected in the year 3 boys grammar and punctuation mean
results which were 107 scale score points above the mean for the 2011 boys’

cohort.

e Numeracy continues to be a steady performer both in system wide and school
based assessments. Our kindergarten PIPS mean score progress across the year was
within 1 scale score point of the ACT mean. In year 3 our school mean was 6 scale
points above the ACT and thirty scale score points above the Tuggeranong mean

score.

e Writing will be one area of continued focus in 2012. A Criterion Reference Tool was
introduced in 2011 to assess pre-writing and post-writing work samples. Further
focus on analysing the writing process was reinforced with a Writing PD during the
January stand-down period which unpacked the NAPLAN writing criteria to further
assist teachers to assess how the students are writing. The Writers Notebook
program is to be introduced throughout the school in 2013 as one way to encourage

additional creativity and fluidity in writing.

Progress against outcomes and targets

School staff has continued to work closely with our Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
community to further progress the development of positive learning outcomes for all of our
students. Through regular meetings with key stakeholders we have been able to ensure that
we are better meeting their ongoing needs.

The ongoing Homework Centre program has been further adapted to meet the changing
needs of the current student cohort as well as to include a focus on parental participation.
This has been strongly supported and plans are underway, in consultation with the wider
community, to further grow this learning community.

Gilmore Primary took part in the ACT Schools Buroinjin Gala Day for the first time in 2012.
Following the visit of a Buroinjin coach to the school, this fast moving and action packed
sport quickly became the playground focus and game of choice for all of our senior students.

There continues to be strong support across the school for National Aborigines and Islanders
Day Observance Committee (NAIDOC) and Reconciliation week activities as highlighted in
the NAIDOC assembly held early in term 3.

During term 4 a whole school punctuality reward program was implemented with a focus on
being ‘at school - on time, in class, and ready to learn.” Feedback from classes across the
school indicated that there has been a marked improvement in the number of students
regularly being at school on time.

We cannot report directly on the academic progress of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
students as the numbers are too low and they may be identifiable. However, school based
data collected during 2012 has shown a marked improvement in areas such as reading
where students have improved their PM Benchmarks in a range from 2 to 11 levels across
the cohort.

Community Engagement

Progress against outcomes and targets

During term 3 an intensive review of school values across staff, students and the community
was undertaken in the review and redrafting of the Student Wellbeing Policy. The
consultative process was undertaken on three levels:

e year 3 to 6 students worked together with class teachers and executive to unpack
what they value and expect of themselves and others at school

e our Behaviour Support Partner (BSP) worked with staff to review existing programs
and processes and to identify strengths and areas for further development

e a public workshop was held to discuss and unpack broader community perceptions.

A draft document was distributed for further comment in addition to being presented at an
information session for parents and carers using our student leadership as facilitators.

The new Student Well Being Policy was endorsed by the School Board and implemented in
term 4.

A school Facebook page was developed at the end of 2011 to harness the social media as an
avenue for communicating more widely with our school community. Whilst the weekly
school newsletter is worthwhile for providing more detailed information about what is
happening at school, the Facebook page has been very successful in providing regular short
updates and reminders. Its popularity is evidenced by the continued growth in usage by our
parental community. Anecdotal data shows an increased exposure of greater than 300%
over the time it has been in operation. Photos and student work will continue to be
uploaded to keep our community well informed and up-to-date.

The restructuring of the teaching team meeting timetable has allowed staff greater
opportunities to share resources and best practice pedagogy with their colleagues. We also
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introduced a highly successful staff ‘learning journey’ that highlighted strengths and best
practice within each classroom across the school from preschool through to year 6. Staff
strongly endorsed the continuation of this program and opportunity to share professionally
with their colleagues.

As a school Gilmore continues to strive for greater community involvement in all aspects of
school life. In our 2012 Annual Operational Plan we had set a target to increase
participation, engagement and feedback from the community by 40%. Overall we have
made significant progress in recording an increased level of active participation from the
broader school community. An example of the high level of community engagement we
have seen was the overwhelming community involvement in the review and redrafting of
the Student Wellbeing Policy. The community was actively involved in the development of
the new policy at all stages from initial surveys through to endorsement and introduction of
the completed document.

Gilmore Primary had set a target for 2012 where School data would reflect an increase in
staff morale and overall job satisfaction by 10%. Annual Staff survey results for Gilmore
showed an increase from 40% in 2011 to 56% in 2012 around feeling appreciated for the
work that | do and from 67% in 2011 to 89% in 2012 around my colleagues value my
opinions.

Learning and Teaching

Progress against outcomes and targets
The Gilmore Primary Wellbeing Policy has been created collaboratively with students,
parents and staff in response to the needs of the school.

A more harmonious school population has developed as a result of Friendly Schools and
Families being taught explicitly in all classrooms over the past two years. This program has
incorporated aspects of the ‘You Can Do it!’ (YCDI) and Peer Support programs which have
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been integral parts of the social and emotional welfare program at Gilmore over the past
decade.

The Behaviour Support Partner (BSP) and school executive worked together to evaluate
existing practice and develop a new whole school Social/Emotional Learning (two year
cycle) program that incorporates Friendly Schools Plus as well as aspects of YCDI, Peer
Support and Protective Behaviours. New resources were purchased to enhance the strong
literacy base of this program which will commence in K to 6 from the start of 2013.

Teaching staff were actively engaged in a cultural awareness professional development
activity run at Birrigai by the Directorate’s Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Education
section. Additional school based activities have taken place at school throughout the year.

As well as evaluating the school’s Social Wellbeing Policy, all teaching staff took part in the
Directorate’s Trauma PD which focusses on participants gaining a greater understanding of
successfully working with students with heightened emotional and social needs.

Staff has participated in Quality Teaching rounds, focusing in particular on the dimension of
Significance. They have engaged in professional discussion to increase their awareness of
the importance of Significance and its contributing elements of: Background Knowledge;
Cultural Knowledge; Knowledge Integration; Inclusivity; Connectedness; and Narrative.

In terms of an increase in satisfaction related to the valuing self and others questions
relating to in the satisfaction surveys, Gilmore data showed the following.

For students there was an increase from 70% in 2011 to 81% in 2012 relating to other
students accept me as | am. There was also an increase in this school celebrates the
achievements of students from 82% in 2011 to 97% in 2012. There was an increase in the
guestion other students treat me with respect from 62% in 2011 to 68% in 2012 and a
decrease in teachers take my concerns seriously from 76% in 2011 to 65% in 2012.

For parents there has been a significant decrease from 90% in 2011 to 78% in 2012 relating
to student achievements being celebrated and partnerships between the school and the
community has remained similar at 84% in 2011 and 83% in 2012.

Preschool Unit- Quality Improvement

The National Quality Framework, agreed on by the Council of Australian Governments
(COAG), has put in place a new National Quality Standard to ensure high quality and
consistent early childhood education and care across Australia. The National Quality
Standard assists the school in identifying preschool unit strengths, and areas that require
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improvement. The school has identified the following preschool unit strengths using the
National Quality Standard. Areas for improvement will be identified in the School’s
Operating Plan.

Education program and practice

Gilmore Primary has been operating a fifteen hour /five day fortnight preschool program
since 2010. This has involved significant changes in the model of delivery for staff, parents
and students.

There has been an increased focus on planning demonstrating core elements of the learning
framework. The staff has developed an ongoing framework of reflection and evaluation of
the teaching program to ensure that all students’ learning is being best catered for within
the preschool setting. Opportunities are taken either informally or formally to provide
feedback for parents that demonstrate the growth that individual students are making
across social, emotional and cognitive domains.

Children’s health and safety

Developing the whole child is a focus of the Pamela Allen unit. An active body helps in the
creation of an active mind and this ethos is further developed by a number of programs
undertaken across the preschool year. Daily skill based outdoors sessions are linked to
participation in the annual ACT Physical Activity Challenge.

‘Fitzhabitz’ provide a weekly structured physical activity program across the year. Whilst
results are only anecdotal, the improvement in our preschool students’ fitness, flexibility
and core strength during the three years this program has operated has been outstanding.

Regular communication with families through the school and preschool newsletters provide
a further avenue of communication for our community.

The school proactively provides support for students and families through the services of
our school counselor. In 2012 Early Childhood students will be able to access a Therapy ACT
in-school program in occupational therapy and speech pathology.

Relationships with children
A strong Social Skills Program is seen as one of the strengths of the preschool program at
Gilmore Primary.

A comprehensive transition program operates to support students to seamlessly move from
the preschool to kindergarten in the main school setting.

Staffing arrangements

Our preschool sessions of up to twenty-two students are staffed with an Early Childhood
qualified teacher and a teaching assistant. Qualified staff provides daily relief and form part
of the Pamela Allen team that plan and implement the learning and teaching program.
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Additional support is provided by the school administrative and support staff.

Leadership and management

The Pamela Allen preschool unit is an integral part of the Junior (preschool — year 2)
professional learning team. As well as providing for planning and staff professional
development, there is a strong collaboration and support network that has built and
maintains the strong whole-school focus from Preschool to year 6.

Physical environment

The Pamela Allen unit is well laid out with open classroom spaces flowing outside to an
inviting play area consisting of fixed, undercover play equipment and a large sandpit; well-
maintained grass area; pathway weaving through the extensive garden and shade trees;
large swing set and a spacious cubby house; and student vegetable garden beds.

Collaborative partnerships with families and communities

The preschool year is the first point of contact between the school and our community. We
have sought to foster and enhance the positive links with families. Beginning with the initial
individual interviews with parents, daily contact and anecdotal feedback ensues. Over the
past four years a formal reporting process has been developed with both semester 1 and 2
written reports. These are complemented by the development of an individual end of year
portfolio highlighting each child’s achievements across the year. The format and reporting
areas link closely with the templates used from kindergarten onwards to year 6. Feedback
from parents has been overwhelmingly positive. The introduction of Individual Learning
Plans, developed in consultation with parents, has ensured that early intervention is
actioned in the most supportive and educationally viable ways.
